Make a Rod Pocket (Sleeve) for Your Quilt Entry

Here are some instructions to make a ‘hanging sleeve’ and attach it 
at the top, back of your quilt.  The sleeves will be used for hanging quilts at our quilt show. (July 17 & 18, 2009)


Cut strips of fabric 9 inches wide and the length of the top of your quilt.  This may need to be pieced strips to get the length needed.

Hem the ends by turning under ¼ inch, then turn under another ¼ inch and top stitch.

With WRONG sides together, fold the strip in half lengthwise and sew the long edges together, leaving ends open.

Press seam allowance open and to the middle back, pressing creases at the top and bottom.  On the back side of the sleeve, press another crease 1 inch down from the top crease (see diagram).
With the seam in the sleeve against the back of the quilt, center the sleeve just below the binding and pin in place.  Hand-sew the bottom edge of the sleeve to the quilt back along the bottom crease.  No stitches should show on the front of the quilt.
Remove pins and fold the top of the sleeve along the second crease.  
Hand-sew the second crease in place on the back of the quilt.  
This allows more fullness for the rod to go through.

Shout Color Catchers
Shout Color Catcher sheets absorb and trap loose dyes in your washer, preventing dyes from running or bleeding onto other fabric.  You’ll see the sheet change color as it absorbs it. Using them saves time by not having to sort fabrics by color and saves money by reducing the need for small loads. You can buy it for about $3 at most local grocery stores 
near the clothes detergent.

Chinese Coin Pattern

Here’s a tutorial for making what we call Chinese Coins; they call them ‘Stacked Coins’.  
Really cute, easy and uses up a lot of scraps!
